So they took branches of palm trees and went out
to meet him, crying out, “Hosanna! Blessed is he who comes in the name of
the Lord, even the King of Israel!”

His disciples did not understand these things at first, but when Jesus was
glorified, then they remembered that these things had been written about
him and had been done to him.

The reason why the crowd went to meet him was that they
heard he had done this sign. So the Pharisees said to one another, “You see
that you are gaining nothing. Look, the world has gone after him.”
