Epistle Reading  Ephesians 5:1–9 

 Therefore be imitators of God, as beloved children. And walk in love, as 

Christ loved us and gave himself up for us, a fragrant offering and sacrifice 
to God. 

   But sexual immorality and all impurity or covetousness must not even be 

named among you, as is proper among saints. Let there be no filthiness nor

 Now Jesus was casting out a demon that was mute. When the demon had 
gone out, the mute man spoke, and the people marveled.

Then it goes and brings seven other spirits more evil than itself, 

and they enter and dwell there. And the last state of that person is worse 
than the first.” 

 As he said these things, a woman in the crowd raised her voice and said to 

him, “Blessed is the womb that bore you, and the breasts at which you 

nursed!” But he said, “Blessed rather are those who hear the word of God 

and keep it!”
